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STEPHENSON AWARD  
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The Stephenson Award is given annually to an individual who is a member of the Young Explorers’ Trust or an affiliated expedition group for outstanding service to youth expeditioning.

The Award is named after Alfred Stephenson who was the first Chairman of the YET Expedition Screening Panel and a great believer in the value of youth expeditions. He was a noted polar explorer and a member of the highly successful British Graham Land Expedition 1935 -1937 now called the Antarctic Peninsula. He was also secretary of the Antarctic Club for over 40 years.
Nominees can be of any age, and there are many ways by which such service may occur. For example, for a:

· long period of involvement with the youth expedition scene

· young member who has later developed active leadership skills

· young member who has made a particular contribution to an expedition in the field.
